The intersection of trafficking and high costs of living in Massachusetts makes 
housing a major barrier to long-term economic empowerment for survivors. In 2022, 
RIA designed and implemented a pilot housing program that provides consistent 
rental assistance to survivors as they work towards achieving financial independence. 
This program is survivor-directed – meaning survivors have the choice of where they 
want to live and they direct decisions on their personal goals. Longer term housing 
support, rather than one-time emergency assistance, offers survivors a tool in 
breaking the cycle of sexual exploitation and its associated poverty, violence, abuse, 
and instability that can last for years, and often decades.
In 2022, RIA distributed a total of $63,834 in rental assistance approximately $53,000 
of this total was through our Survivor-Directed Housing Program, covering 83 total 
months of rent across 9 unique survivors. An additional ten family members (children 
of survivors) were housed. During the first 9 months of the pilot program, participants 
achieved significant progress towards personal and financial goals, including 
participants who reunited with family, regained custody of children, established one 
or more small businesses, started a new job, and moved into a safer neighborhood.
